





<< According to our General Constitutions and our National Statutes, the procedure for operating small groups or cells within an active fraternity must be approved by a majority of the Regional Fraternity Council before being put into practice.  The following procedure was approved at the Nov. 2002 gathering of St. Katharine Drexel Regional Fraternity. >>











Designating cell groups  (Gen. Consti. art. 34; National Statutes art. 18.5 )





special interest groups within an active fraternity


a “struggling” fraternity





Establishing and Maintaining cells





several members make a request to their Local Fraternity Council; their gathering is in addition to the regular fraternity gathering (may include members who have difficulty attending the regular fraternity gathering because of work or family conflict)





In collaboration with the Regional Fraternity Executive Council (RFEC), prior to, or following a period of being part of an “excused from active status” fraternity, members of a struggling fraternity may request cell status from a nearby active fraternity.  If the fraternity agrees to accept them


members of the “struggling” fraternity transfer into the “active” fraternity


their original fraternity is de-activated according to the procedure approved by the Conference of National Spiritual Assistants (CNSA)


members become a cell of the “new” fraternity


In collaboration with the RFEC, the Fraternity Council and members of cell together decide how best to achieve “common gatherings” (required by Gen. Consti. and National Statutes), the handling of finances and communications between themselves and with the Regional Fraternity





C.  Naming a cell is optional.  If members of the de-activated fraternity choose to 	keep their original name while dropping the word “fraternity”, this is 	acceptable, e.g. de-activated St. Elizabeth Fraternity becomes a cell of St. 	Louis Fraternity - officially they are members of St. Louis Fraternity but may 	choose to be called “St. Elizabeth Cell” of St. Louis Fraternity
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
