Jim —Thanks for your e-mail yesterday. Hope you have a restful and grateful

Thanksgiving Day.

As I understand it, professions in the SF0 were to be made into the hands

of the  minister, and not the spiritual assistant from the time the SFO Rule

of 1978 was promulgated and distributed, which would have been August of 1978.

However, as far as I can ascertain, the last “sanatio in radice” to ​rectify

all irregularities was issued on March 1,1983.

I would say that any professions made in the hands of the spiritual assistant

after that day (March 1, 1983) ought to be renewed just to make sure.  

All that would have to be done is this, very simply repeating the profession formula in the 

usual manner, singly or as a group before the minister, like a renewal of profession.  No

bio deal.
