ADDENDUM NOTES RE PRAYING LITURGY OF THE HOURS

General

1. "Liturgy of the Hours" - the "Prayer of the Church"           is meant for communal prayer (2 or more persons together) rather than personal or individual recita- 
  tion.  If praying by oneself, please keep in mind           that you are not praying alone but along with some-     one or some other group somewhere else in the USA       or the world.

2. Standing or sitting positions are meant for communal prayer (also depends on one's location while praying     and general health of those praying).  When praying       by oneself, one may remain seated throughout.

3. If the "Hour" is being prayed by a small group,             e.g. 6 or less, prayers may be prayed together rather  than "alternating sides".

4. Please refer to "General Notes" on pages 18 - 30 re "Invitatory" & "Morning Prayer" and pages 30 - 34 re "Evening Prayer".  Refer to "Contents" on pages 5 &   6 & "Cycle of 4 week Psalter" on page 15. 
5. Non-"Ordinary" Seasons like Advent, Christmas, Lent, Easter have their own special "Proper" (Readings, Response, Intercessions & Closing Prayer).  Refer to "Proper of the Seasons" & "Propers" for special feasts/ celebrations on pages 355 - 502.  

6. "Office of the Dead" on pages 559 - 569

7. Almost all "Psalms" end with "Glory to the Father …"         -  see bottom p. 38      ( not "Glory Be")

8. "Invitatory Psalm"  

Antiphons are on pages 18 - 22 or with "celebration"

Psalm, on pages 22 - 26

9. "Hymn" - according to Season or Celebration - on pp.   578 - 663 - suggested hymn will be found in notes between Invitatory & Morning Prayer

10. "Psalms" will vary according to Week/Season (Ordinary, Advent, etc.), or to celebration (for Christ, Mary or a   Saint  -  Office of the Dead)

11. "Reading", "Response", "Gospel Canticle Antiphon", "Intercessions" & "Closing Prayer" for special     "Seasons" or "celebrations" will be found together (except for Sundays' Gospel Canticle Antiphon &    Closing Prayer in Ordinary Time - refer to "Week" -     see pages 503 - 540)  "Proper of the Saints" on       pages 541 - 558

12. "Gospel Canticle" for Morning Prayer is found on      inside front cover; for Evening Prayer on inside         back cover.

13. One may add personal intentions to "Intercess-        ions"

14. "The Lord's Prayer" always follows "Intercessions"      and precedes "Closing Prayer".

15. "Conclusion" or "Dismissal" refer to pages 29 - 30 -     this will vary if priest or deacon presides/"leads" recitation of the "Hour" 

16. "Night Prayer" is encouraged but not obligatory -       refer to pages 330 - 353.
